IT IS VERY TALL AND AGAIN IN SEVERE WEATHER CONDITIONS COULD CAUSE DAMAGE: WE HAVE HAD THIS APPLICATION PREVIOSULY PARTLY REFUSED, WE HAD A TREE SURGEON HAVE A LOOK WHO ADVISED THAT REMOVING ONLY THINNING TO A MAXIMUM OF 20% WOULD CAUSE FURTHER AND THICKER RE. GROWTH. WE PROPOSE TO REPLAT 2 SYCAMORE TREES ON THE WOODLAND AREA TO THE LEFT OF THE DRIVE: THE CHASE, BRADSTOCK GARDENS (SCATCHERD).
